Page one of the record is missing.  This missing page is part of the patriarchal blessing given Anna Constantcia Bluth (Belnap) on July 6th, 1891 by Patriarch O. N. Liljenquist.  This same blessing she records a second time on pages 50, 51 and 52 of her records.  It is found in this copy on pages 17 and 18.


For the purpose of completing here the material belonging on page one of her record, the missing part of that blessing as found herein at the bottom of page 17 and the first five lines part of line 6 on page eighteen is copied below.

A blessing given by Patriarch O. N. Liljenquist on the head of Anna Constantcia Bluth, daughter of John M. L. Bluth and Augusta W. Wallin, born December 7th, 1869 in Stockholm, Sweden.


Sister Anna in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ I by virtue of the Holy Priesthood, I seal upon you your fathers and a Patriarchal blessing and the blessings of the new and everlasting covenant, and all the blessings keys and promises that have been extended into the chosen and faithful daughters of Abraham in the dispensation of the fullness of times that these blessings may rest upon you from this time forth and be a source of life and light unto thee a shield and a protection against sin and sorrow and death that you may live long on the earth even untill [sic] the coming of the Messiah and do much good unto the living and the dead, by the Revelation of the holy spirit, and be preserved pure and innocent and drink freely from the fountain of Eternal Life.  Be full of faith, hope and charity, and the love of God dwell in your heart and his peace in your habitation and the destroyer pass thee by.  Listen to the still small voice.  Honor your father and your mother, and keep yourself pure and you shall be happy and enjoy every righteous desire of your heart.  The Lord loves thee because of thine integrity, thou art one of God’s elect, and was chosen before you were born, to come through good parents in the Lineage of Ephraim, and to receive the fullness of the everlasting Gospel with all its ordinances, sealings, and blessings, and with a worthy companion stand at the head of a numerous posterity, share in the blessings of the Holy Priesthood in crowns and Kingdoms and reign with him in the eternal worlds.  Thou shall also do a great work in the redemption of the dead and stand as a Savior unto many of your kindred.  You shall have communion with holy beings and behold the face of your redeemer, be ever grateful that you have been born of goodly parents, and that your lineage is of Ephraim for great are the promises and blessings to those noble spirits, that have come on the stage of action through that lineage in these the last days and you are one of these noble ones, because of pride and the disception [sic] of the world, for the day cometh speedily, if you are meek and faithful that you shall shine in Eternal splendor in the kingdom of our God and with your fathers house and all the Redeemed of your Kindred stand on Mount Zion in the morning of the first resurrection arrayed in the robes of rightness [sic] and wear a glorious crown.  These are your blessings and I seal them upon you by virtue of my office through your faithfulness I seal you up unto Eternal life, in the name of Jesus Christ, even so, Amen.

TRIAL

Read before the Y.L.M.I.A. conference held in Ogden City, Weber Co. Sept. 23, 1889.


When the heart is overwhelmed and burdened with sorrow there is nothing that can comfort the weary soul so much as kind words, spoken with sympathy.  Yet we oft times do not care where the jest may strike, or the hint may fall.  But many a heart has been broken by harsh words—only an idle word.  We do not always regard the feelings of others but say things which cause their very hearts to be wrung with sorrow and deep anguish.  We do not stop to consider the afflictions and trials of others, but selfishly think that our trials are the greatest.  We do not know the feelings of others, therefore we often judge hastily and unjustly.  All have their trials and each thinks he has as much as he can bare.  When we are thus in trouble and receive no comfort, no sympathy, no justice from those who are nearest to us, we almost feel to despair and weep as if forsaken.  But dear Sisters, let us cheer up although the clouds hang thick and low and apparently nothing but gloom surrounds us.  Remember if we receive no justice either from the laws of the land, or from our own people there is one who rules on high who can and will mete out justice unto all, even if at times that justice to us may seem delayed.  The Lord has promised us, His people, that if we will keep His commandments and the covenants which we have made with Him, that he will fight our battles and bring us out conquerors.  Then remember, that the glory and the victory are only won by passing through the densest shadows.  The sufferings of the human family, through religious persecution will never be fully known until the judgment days, when all will be made plain.  Oh what a joy and a pleasure it will be when we meet with our friends beyond the veil and while relating to each other the untold sufferings we have endured to be worthy of entering into the kingdom of our Father, we realize that we have reached our Celestial home.  Still we have great joy here on the earth in passing through these trials, for they tend to draw us nearer to the Lord and to each other, make us humble, prayerful, patient, longsuffering and also give us experience, that we become better fitted for the kingdom of God.  We also receive great consolation if we are living our religion for we can go before Him with a clear conscience and ask Him for strength and His Holy Spirit, which will bring peace to our minds and joy to our soul.  Therefore let us not call them trials but blessings in disguise.,       Anna C. Bluth.

All these blessings, together with all other blessings pertaining to the new and everlasting covenant, I seal upon your heads through your faithfulness unto the end, by the authority of the Holy Priesthood, in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, Amen.

On the 23 day of August 1900 little Arias met with a severe accident while running from the house to the barn he fell and broke his right leg close to his body, which confined the little sufferer to his bed for seven weeks.  At the end of three months he was able to use his limb and walk.  The limb was set by Doctors Rich and Rich.  (Ezra Rich and Edward I. Rich)
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OPERATIONS

Anna C. Belnap underwent an operation in April 1904 but it not proving successful underwent a second one in November of the same year.


On the 7th of March 1918 I underwent a third operation at the Dee Hospital.  Complications set in and was in a critical condition for some time but by the will of the Lord my life was spared.

October 8th 1899 Bp. Edwin Stratford of the 4th ward in the Weber Stake of Zion died at his home corner of 22nd and Jefferson Ave. Ogden, Utah. 


At his death his counselors H. W. Gwilliam and Hyrum Belnap were called upon to look after the ward afairs utill [sic] such times as another Bishop should be chosen and set apart.


Sunday evening December 17th, 1899 at 6:30 President L. W. Shurtliff and counselors C. F. Middleton and N. C. Flygare met with the people of the 4th ward, this being the regular ward meeting.  Edwin T. Wooley [Woolley] was presented by the President and unnamiously [sic] sustained as Bishop of the 4th ward.

January 28th, 1900 at the ward evening meeting President Shirtleff [sic] presented the names of H. W. Gwilliam as first and Hyrum Belnap as second counselors to Bishop Edwin T. Wooley.


On the 4th day of February Apostle F. M. Lyman and the Presidency of the Stake meet with the people.  Apostle Lyman set Bishop Wooley and H. W. Gwilliam and Hyrum Belnap his counselors.  (note, Henry W. Gwilllam first counselor)
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MARRIAGE OF MY SON H. EARL


Son Hyrum Earl Belnap and Emma Lou Pauschert was married Wednesday June 18th, 1924 at Chicago, Ill.

Their marriage took place at the parsonage of the Lutheran church the ceremony being performed by Rev. Hummon they spent a few days at Lithia Springs when they returned to Chicago on the first of July, and made their home at 2500 Kimball Ave.  They also spent a few days with Mrs. Belnaps relatives at Shelbyvill, Ill.

Born 18th July 1890 at 5:15 AM at the residence of Gilbert Belnap (grandfather) in Hooper, Weber County, Utah.


Blessed when eight days old by Hyrum Belnap his father.  Afterward recorded on the Hooper Records.  (25th July 1890 day when blessed.)

Ordained a Deacon by Bp. E. T. Wooley 22nd day of Dec. 1902 in the same ward he was baptized in.


Ordained a Teacher Nov. 4, 1907 by H. W. Gwilliam (Henry W.) in Ogden Fourth Ward.


Ordained a Priest April 27, 1908 by Sylvester D. Bradford in Ogden Fourth Ward.
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Ordained an Elder Sept or Oct 1910.


Went on mission to Germany and Hungary, left Ogden Oct 15, 1910.  Returned July 22, 1913.


Went to Preston Idaho to work at the Preston Lumber Co.  There July 1915.  Remained there until Oct. 1917.  Then he went to the University of Utah Salt Lake City.  Took up the medical course.


February 1918 enlisted in Navical [sic] Medical Corps of the U. S. A.  (Note:  U.S.N.R.F.)  Went to the Naval Station San Pedro, California.  Left Ogden March 31—Arrived there April 3rd.  Transferred to Section Naval Base, San Diego.  Came home on a furlough, arrived in Ogden Aug. 9th, 1918.  Returned the 17-inst.

Made rates Ph. M. 3 & 2 at San Diego.  Transferred to Pharmacist’s Mate School, Naval Operating Base, Hampton Rds., Va.  Nov. 7, 1918, visiting on the way—Los Angeles, Salt Lake, Ogden, Denver, Kansas City, St. Louis, Cincinnati, Norfolk.  Reporting at the station Nov. 18, 1918.  Was then transferred to the U.S.S. Martha Washington (see diary) and sailed to New York with troops.  Left N.Y. for France, spending Thanksgiving day and two following days at sea (sea sick).  Returned from Brest France Dec. 21 to Norfolk.  Transferred back to the school and placed on inactive status Feb. 26, 1919 and returned home.

She attributed this to her brother John—that is the spelling.  When I went in 1952 to her sister Mary Shreeve, my aunt for an affidavit pertaining to a delayed birth certificate for myself, she held firmly that the proper spelling in Swedish and her correct name was Constancia and so wrote it into the affidavit.  There always was difference of opinion with father, Hyrum Belnap, taking the spelling of Constantcia—which mother did not like or agree to and pronounced it as we do Constance.)

A SHORT SKETCH OF MY LIFE


I was born in Stockholm, Sweden Dec 7-1869 of humble parents who belonged to the Lutherian [sic] church, also my ancestors as far back as we have been able to trace them.


My father and grandfather worked at the occupation of tailors.


Mother’s father was a bookbinder, we have been unable to trace our ancestors further than our grandparents as my grandfather was found by fishermen strapped to a board and floating on the waters of the North Sea.


His name was written on his clothing he was about three or four years old.  His name being German it is thought he was of German descent.  He was reared by Swedish people.


My parents joined the church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints when I was but a little child and came to Utah after being in the church one year.


I was very anxious to be baptized before leaving the old country so was baptized when but seven years of age.


We left Stockholm the 16th of June 1877 and arrived in Salt Lake City July 16th the same year.  The next day we went to Grantsville, Tooele County and remained there until March 1879.  We then moved to Logan where we stopped for five weeks.  From there we moved to Smithfield and remained until Sept. of the same year, when we left for Ogden, and lived the first winter in the Second Ward later moving to the First Ward where we lived for about two years and then moved to the Fourth Ward.  I was then thirteen years old.  I have resided here with the exception of a few years spent in exile.

Page 67     As a young lady I was of a religious turn of mind.  I attended Sunday school, Mutual, Sacrament and fast meeting very regular and was also a member of the choir as long as that organization existed under the leadership of Prof. Edwards.

At the age of seventeen I made it a matter of prayer as to what course I should take in choosing a companion for life.  Imagine my surprise when I received three testimonies showing to me plainly and with out a doubt that it was His desire that I should obey the law of Plural Marriage.  I always believed it to be true but had no desire to enter into it.

But after receiving these testimonies and showing me who the man was I felt I dared not do otherwise, so on the 7th of Feb. 1888 was married to Hyrum Belnap at Logan, Utah, at the age of eighteen.

Page 68    On account of the raid on the church at that time because of laws being enacted against polygamy they had to marry in secret as the one found marrying the parties would get one year in jail and $1000 fine so we were married in a little house near the temple where they had erected an alter and prepared a place for that purpose and the partys [sic] performing the ceremony stood behind curtains so we should not know who did it and hence not able to put them in trouble if we should at any time feel inclined to tell.


The raid was then at its worst and being hunted and hounded all the time was forced to go into hiding or exile.


In 1890 I gave birth to my first child a son at the home of my husbands parents at Hooper, Utah.  I was forced to leave there in the middle of the night two weeks after the birth of my babe.


I came to Ogden and stayed at my parents for four weeks trying to locate a place of refuge.  I went to Salt Lake and boarded with a family by the name of Isaik Combs until my babe was nine months old when I returned to my parents until July 11, 1892.

The task of hiding myself and babe had become so difficult and trying that I was fast becoming a nervous wreck so I decided to go into exile again and sacrifice the comradeship of husband, parents, brothers and sister so went to Franklin, Idaho a stranger in a strange land.

Page 69    In 1893 returned to Hooper where I stayed for three months at my parents where my second son was born, returned to Franklin where I stayed until May 1894 when I returned to Ogden, but still had to hide myself and children going by an assumed name and hiding in different places on the outskirts of town.  During these trying times a third son was born to me in 1895.


In 1902 things had taken a turn for the better so was able to come out of hiding and take my right name.  I again entered the Y.L.M.I.A. and acted in the capacity of class leader for two years.


During these years my health had become very poor and in April 1904 underwent an operation but it not proving successful underwent a second operation in Nov. of the same year.


In 1905 we were blest with another child our first girl.  It being ten years since our last child our hearts were full of rejoicing at her coming.  Since then two more girls have come to bless our home—one in 1907 and the other in 1912, also another dear little boy in 1914.


On account of poor health and the care of my family have not been able to do any active church work.  On the 7 of March 1918 underwent a third operation which was of a serious nature, at the Dee Hospital.  Complications set in and were in critical condition for some time but by faith and prayers and the will of the Lord my life was spared although so far six years have elapsed have not fully recovered from the operation but am thankful that my life was spared to be with my family and care for them, and hope I will be permitted to live to see my children grown to man and womanhood and settled happily in life before I am called home.

OUR TRIP TO CHICAGO


Jewel, Della and myself left Ogden for Chicago, on Tuesday June the fifth 1923, train left 9:30 to attend the graduating exercises for our Son and Brother Hyrum Earl Belnap from the medicinal school where he had studied for two years.


We went in our berths and woke up next morning at Rawlins, Wyoming, rode all day Wednesday and night.  Thursday morning was at Nome, Iowa.


Wyoming looked very dry and barren there is where we seen the large rocks with the green moss as if they had been piled up by Human hands.

Then all through Nebraska and Iowa every thing was green and lovely, large farms and gardens.  At four o’clock in the afternoon we reached Chicago, this being the 7th.  Earl met us at the station took us to a room on Jackson Blvd. no 2333 across the street from the frat house where he was staying.

We cleaned up and went to supper at the Virginia, then to the Senate theater a most wonderful place, the coloring in the ceiling and around the walls would change from time to time a place that out shone anything in Ogden.

Page 74    June 8th took breakfast then visited some of the business districts among them Marshal Fields and saw some wonderful show windows and beautiful things from all over the world this is the largest department store in the world.  Next went to the Boston store and had a ride on the escalator and bought a hat for Della at the big sum of 1.99, then saw Grant Park which is a nice place.  The art Museum is close by and went through it.


Next we visited Wrigleys Gum Building and took a look over the city which was the grandest I ever saw, we could look all over lake Michigan, we saw the double bridge raised up for the boats to pass through, and we could look across the lake and see the steel smelters in Indiana.  Next we took a bus and rode out to Lincoln Park along lake shore drive.  There is one of the finest hotels on the edge of the lake built in such a manner that every room is on the outside.  We got off the bus after riding twelve miles and went through some of the park which consists of sixty acres of land, saw all kinds of animals and birds, saw the lions and tigers fed, also the seals.  Went through the conservatory and saw all kinds of flowers palms and ferns.  Saw the G. Hospital close by.  Then took the bus back to town and took dinner at the Vretta.  At night went to the Chicago theater whose equal I never expect to see.  It was magnificent one chandelier  alone cost $5000 and all the colored lights marble pillars marble floors and halls and finely carpeted stairs the boy ushers were dressed in white uniforms.
Page 75    Next day June ninth went to the Studebaker theater to attend the commencement exercises of Earl’s graduation from the medical school.  Also visiting the Grant Hospital where Earl will be intern for the next year.  Next we went through the art Museum a very large and fine building and seen all kinds of sculpture, pictures mummies, china and fancy work, had dinner came home and rested until Sunday morning when we went down to see the market place of the Jews on Maxwell street.  Also Lake street where the negroes live mostly, which we seen on our way to Garfield Park a most beautiful place, where we had our pictures taken.  As it rained some we came home until meeting time we went to the church at Logan Square, heard the choir from Milwaukee and enjoyed it quite well.


Monday the eleventh went to Marshal Fields the largest apartment [sic] store in the world, made a few purchases, it has so much in it and arranged so nicely its almost like going into an art gallery.  Earl worked here one summer.

Page 76    Next went to Jackson park rode on top of the bus wandered through some of the park which is a most lovely spot and close by is the University of Chicago with its many and large buildings and beautiful grounds.  This day we also saw the University of Ill. the school Earl attended, then took supper and went home to rest.

Tuesday the twelfth took breakfast at the Virginia went to the station to fix our tickets for the return trip, next went to the Field Museum a very large and beautiful building all of marble, where we seen all kinds of stuffed animals and skeletons also of birds and fish and of monsters not upon the earth today, the natural history of almost every thing in existance.  Took dinner at the Virginia then back to our room and rested.


Wednesday afternoon the 13th went to the Great North Western theater and witnessed the play called Blossom Time, a most wonderful play the acting and singing was superb, at night went down town to see it lit up, it was some glitter.


Tuesday 12th continued.


There were many schools and hospitals in close proximity to the Cook County Hospital, it covers one whole block like ours, it’s eight stories high in front and six in back, it has sixty six interns and several thousand beds.  These Hospitals and schools are all large and substantial buildings.

Page 77    June 14th Thursday.  Took breakfast at the Virginia and the train leaving Chicago on our homeward trip, changed cars at Burlington for Carthage a distance of thirty two miles, went to see the Carthage Jail and also got lodgings there.  Slept in the very room where Joseph and Hyrum was killed, seen the bullet hole in the door that killed Hyrum and the blood stain on the floor there was such a sacred feeling there.  The people who live there seem very willing to show the Mormons through, and tell them the whole story.  Their name is Green, have lived there four years, everything about the place is so neat and clean, and they told us the Elders come  there and stay a great deal and consider it a great privilege.

Friday June 15th got a man by the name of Fletcher who took us over to Nauvoo.  Here we visited the Mansion house, saw Joseph private drawing room, the case that held the prophets silk hat, which now contains the bonnet of his mother which they say is one hundred years old.


Next we visited the Nauvoo house close by, which was to be a hotel but was never finished.  Across the street was Joseph first home, and close by the graves of his wife Bitemine [sic] her sons wife and two children.

Page 78    Next we took the ferry and crossed the Mississippi to Montrose, which took about 10 minutes.  Here we had a wait of three hours for our train, so took a walk up a steep hill, sat on the grass under a nice shade tree and wrote some cards home and back to Earl.

Left Montrose 12:58 noon for Quincy, stayed at the Quincy Hotel that night.


Next day June 16 Saturday left Quincy for Kansas City, Mo.  Arrived in Kansas at 6:15 P.M., took the street car close by the station for Independence, as our train was one and half hour late it was almost dark when we reached Independence, had some little trouble finding the headquarters of the Saints.


They showed us through the printing office and the chapel, the home of the saints here are beautiful.  The son of Pres. Bennion took us in their car to see the temple site, then to the Jackson Hotel where we stayed all night, at the headquarters we met Miss Williamson of the Fourth ward, Ogden. 


Sunday morning the 17th we left Independence for Kansas, Mo., and boarded the train for Denver.  We arrived in Denver early on the morning of the eighteenth.  Bought a berth on the Standard for home.  After leaving Pueblo we went out on the observation car which went through the Royal Gorge with its wonderful scenery.  We passed through mountains until dark.
Page 79    In the morning the 19th of June Tuesday woke up in Utah which was desert, after a while we came to large sand dunes then beautiful mountains where the train climbed higher and higher until the summit was reached a height of 7,454 feet, it took three engines to pull us up, then coming down the mountain it was so steep we circled around and passed the same station three times.  We sure enjoyed the sights.


At a quarter to three we pulled in at the station at home in Ogden, but O how flat and queer the town looked compared with the large citys [sic] and buildings we had seen, but yet be it ever so humble there is no place like home.  We arrived home very tired but happy having thereby enjoyed our trip.
