The new officers are willing and anxious to devote their time and efforts to further
the purpose for which the Family Organization was established., We send you our greet-
ings and would appreciate hearing from the members of the family. If you know of
members of your family who are not on our mailing list, or have changed their address,
please let us know.

Our last newsletter told of the accomplishments of the Organization during the past
two years, and we are happy that many members of the Family are becoming interested
in helping to accomplish the purposes for which the Organization was established --
namely to seek out our dead ancestors and have their temple work done. The Family
has secured a genealogist in England, Mr. A. M. Colliard, to do research work. Re-
cently the L.D.S. Church sent Dr. W. Dean Belnap to England to organize the genealog-
ical work there. They put Mr. Colliard in charge of this work, so we know he is one
of the best. We now know there are many names that can be obtained on the Belnap
lines. This will require several hundred dollars to do this work.

The Family Organization was able to finish printing the books for the five libraries
and pay for the Family Reunion and other items, We are out of debt, but need your
support in purchasing the items we have printed and your generous contributions to
continue the research work. Regardless of whether or not we receive anything from
our effor¥s, it is our responsibility to do this research work, and it can best be
accomplished by stopping the duplicated work gnd through our organized efforts.
Before the last reunion the Organization printed a genealogical packet of 122 pages
consisting of the pedigree charts and family group sheets of Gilbert Belnap and his
two wives to sell for $7.00. Della Belnap and Karma Belnap spent many hours on this
project, to say nothing of the many hundreds of hours of research work that have been
put into the task of obtaining it. At $7.00 this is a real bargain. For those who
bought the packets two years ago we have a packet of supplementary sheets for $3.00.
These packets, as well as the beautiful Belnap Coat of Arms, printed in six colors

(8 x 11 size) for the Book of Remembrance at a price of $2.00 each, would make wonder-
ful Christmas gifts and make your money serve a dual purpose. We have many pictures
available for Books of Remembrance pedigree charts. A few "Gilbert Belnap Journal
and Stories" are left and are available for $10.00. This book will not be printed
again.
